DIRECTIONS TO NORTH POINT EDGEMERE VOLUNTEER FIRE STATION
Baltimore Beltway (695) heading east towards the Key bridge — take exit 42 to route 151 (North
Point Blvd.) Turn right towards Sparrows Point. Keep to the left side of the road as soon as
possible. At the first traffic light, turn left — this will take you into Edgemere. Continue into
Edgemere past the Baltimore County Fire Station for approximately a half mile. The North Point
Edgemere Volunteer Fire station is located on the left side of the road between the Sparrows
Point High School and a supermarket parking lot. Please park in a small parking lot between the
fire station driveway and the supermarket lot. For those coming from Anne Arundel County,
cross over the Key Bridge and take exit 43 and follow the signs to Edgemere/Ft. Howard. At the
traffic light, continue straight into Edgemere. Once in Edgemere follow the above directions.
