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Pleasure Island Dredqging and Beneficial Use

Shoreline Enhancement Project Announced

Baltimore County Executive Jim
Smith announced on January 5, 2010
that construction of the Pleasure Island
Dredging and Beneficial Use Shoreline
Enhancement Project will begin early
this year with a target completion date of
December 2011.

The purpose of the project is to
restore and protect the beach on
Pleasure Island by creating a Living
Shoreline. This will improve water
quality and clarity by reducing sediment
and pollutant loads. Additionally, the
project will restore boating access and
reduce the need for maintenance
dredging of the Pleasure Island
Channel. The project consists of
dredging the channel between the
Miller's Island Community and Pleasure
Island to a depth of — 8’ mean lower low
water (mllw) and depositing the material
landward behind a series of offshore
segmented breakwaters along the south
shoreline of Pleasure Island. The newly
created beach will be stabilized with
wetland vegetative planting. The total
shoreline length is approximately 2,200

feet. Additionally, a groin will be
constructed along the north side of the
Island at Hawk Cove to help trap sand
that is deposited in the channel.

The Department of Environmental
Protection and Resource Management
has awarded the project to Coastal
Design and Construction of Gloucester,
Virginia. Funding for this $4.3 million
project includes $2.7 million in American
Recovery and Reinvestment Act Program
funds channeled through the Maryland
Department of Natural Resources’
Waterway Improvement Fund, and
$100,000 from the Maryland Port
Administration.

“We are very grateful to Senators
Mikulski and Cardin and Governor
O’Malley for their leadership in securing
the funding for this important economic
and environmental project,” said County
Executive Jim Smith. “It will be a great
asset to Eastern Baltimore County by
protecting Pleasure Island, improving
boating access and providing many
recreation and habitat enhancements.”
